What's happening with ESSA and why should | care?

In December, the PA Department of Education identified lower performing schools in need of comprehensive
support and improvement (CSI) or additional support and improvement (A-TSI) under ESSA.

What happens now?

Schools with a CSl or A-TSI designation should already be examining the factors that led to these designations
and be creating a plan to improve them to avoid being reidentified in 2021.
